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Question # 1
How did you handle meeting a tight deadline In Air Force?

Answer:-
Review every deadline you need to meet. Prioritize your projects by deadline and factor in how important each project is. Record your deadlines on a digital calendar
or spreadsheet.

Special demands: This should include any extraordinary conditions applicable to the job In Air Force (for example, heavy lifting, exposure to temperature extremes,
prolonged standing, or travel). 
Job duties and responsibilities: Only two features of job responsibility are important: identifying tasks that comprise about 90 to 95 percent of the work done and
listing tasks in order of the time consumed (or, sometimes, in order of importance).

During the interview In Air Force process employers will want to find out how you respond to supervision. They want to know whether you have any problems with
authority, If you can work well as part of a group (see previous question) and if you take instructions well etc.
Never ever ever, criticize a past supervisor or boss. This is a red flag for airlines and your prospective employer will likely assume you are a difficult employee,
unable to work in a team or take intruction and side with your former employer.
