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expectations.

Thisis a classic brainteaser, which was reportedly first asked by a Microsoft interviewer. Here's how to ""solve™ this brainteaser (remember to speak and reason out
loud while solving this brainteaser): Why are manhole covers round? Could there be a structural reason? Why aren't manhole covers square? It would make it harder
to fit with acover. You'd have to rotate it exactly the right way.

The pipes below are also round, so fitting them might be easier, as might be making them. So many manhole covers are round because they don't need to be rotated.
There are no corners to deal with. Also, a round manhole cover won't fall into a hole because it was rotated the wrong way, so it's safer. Looking at this, it seems
corners are a problem. Y ou can't cut yourself on around manhole cover. And because it's round, it can be more easily transported. One person can roll it.

Why are you the best fit for this job As Broadcasting News Analyst?

Analyze the job responsibilities and match those to your skills sets. Then discuss how your experience and skills sets can truly create the best impact to the company
in that specific job role. Impact could mean marketing impressions, sales, cutting costs, making products more efficiently, creating better customer service,
engineering new designs that create customer excitement, etc.

So, just
take adeep breath, and start thinking through the math. (Yes, it's OK to ask for a pen and paper!)

(Do keep it
semi-professional, though: Saying you like to have afew beers at the local hot spot on Saturday night isfine. Telling them that Monday is usually arough day for you
because you're always hungover is not.)

Instead,
include traits that are directly related to your work as a medical assistant, such as the ability to handle stressful situations and difficult patients, the way you kept
meticulous records, and more.
