Answer:-
Although this would seem like a simple question, it can easily become tricky. Y ou shouldn't mention salary being a factor at this point In CITGO. If you're currently
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employed, your response can focus on developing and expanding your career and even yourself. If you're current employer is downsizing, remain positive and brief.
If your employer fired you, prepare a solid reason. Under no circumstance should you discuss any drama or negativity, always remain positive.

For example, several possibilities could be Leadership, Problem solving
ability, Initiative, Energy, Work ethic, Innovative, etc., etc.

Be completely honest. Y ou don't want to lie to get the job if you're not going to work the hours required.

During the interview In CITGO process employers will want to find out how you respond to supervision. They want to know whether you have any problems with
authority, If you can work well as part of a group (see previous question) and if you take instructions well etc.

Never ever ever, criticize a past supervisor or boss. This is a red flag for airlines and your prospective employer will likely assume you are a difficult employee,
unable to work in ateam or take intruction and side with your former employer.

More often than not the
interviewer will tell you. If the interviewer insists on direct answer you may want say that it depends on the details of the job - then give awide salary range.

Usualy, if the answer to a brainteaser seems too easy, chances are the answer's wrong. And in this case, the answer is not zero degrees. The hour hand, remember,
moves as well. That is, in addition to the minute hand. And so, at 3:15, the hour hand and the minute hand are not on top of each other. In fact, the hour hand has
moved a quarter of the way between the 3 and 4. This means it's moved a quarter of 30 degrees (360 degrees divided by 12 equals 30). So the answer, to be exact, is
seven and a half degrees (30 divided by four).

Suppose there are three light switches outside aroom. Inside isa single light bulb, controlled by one of the three switches. Y ou need to determine which switch
operates the bulb. Y ou can turn the switches on and off as many times as you wish (they are al off to begin with), but may only enter the room once. Thereisno one
there to help you. The door to the room is closed, and there are no windows, so you cannot see inside. How can you discover which switch operates the bulb?

* 1. Turn ON two switches, and leave one OFF.

* 2. Wait afew minutes.

* 3. Turn one switch from ON to OFF. One is now ON and two are OFF

* 4. Enter the room. - If the light is ON, it is controlled by the switch you left ON. - If the light bulb is OFF, touch it. If it iswarm it is controlled by the switch you
turned ON and OFF. If it is cold, it is controlled by the switch you never turned on.

What are your salary requirements In CITGO?

The #1 rule of answering this question is doing your research on what you should be paid by using site like Global Guideline. Y ou'll likely come up with arange, and
we recommend stating the highest number in that range that applies, based on your experience, education, and skills. Then, make sure the hiring manager knows that
you're flexible. Y ou're communicating that you know your skills are valuable, but that you want the job and are willing to negotiate.

If
you choose money, you can also explain that is important to you as validation and you can highlight how money is important to you because of your goals (financial
security, providing for your family, and so forth). The key isto be authentic with your answer. However, if you say you value pay more because you're greedy - know
that doesn't align usually to most company's values/vision.

The best way to answer questions about the challenges you are seeking is to discuss how you would like to
be able to effectively utilize your skills and experience if you were hired for the job. Y ou can also mention that you are motivated by challenges, have the ability to
effectively meet challenges, and have the flexibility and skills necessary to handle a challenging job. Y ou can continue by describing specific examples of challenges
you have met and goals you have achieved in the past.

It can be helpful to mention that a common
characteristic of all the jobs you are applying to is the opportunity to apply some critical abilities and skills that you possess. For example, you might say 'l am
applying for several positions with IT consulting firms where | can analyze client needs and translate them to development teams in order to find solutions to
technology problems.

Sure, if you get the job, you (or
your new employer) might decide there's a better starting place, but having an answer prepared will show the interviewer where you can add immediate impact-and
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that you're excited to get started.

Answering in terms of "I plan on continuing my studies in the technology field," when offered a question from a technology firm makes sense. Tailor answers about
continued studies specific to desired job fields. Show interest in the industry and a desire to work long-term in said industry. Keep answers short and to the point,
avoiding diatribes causing candidates to appear insincere.
