You have to say, "I'm the best person for the job As Chief Development Officer. | know there are other candidates who could fill this position, but my passion for
excellence sets me apart from the pack. | an committed to always producing the best results. For example..."

Answer:-

Provide several reasons including skills, experience and interest. If you can show how you've been successful in a similar career field or job position that will go
aong way to helping the interviewer believe you'll also be successful at this new job.

For example: "I accidentally made the mistake of telling a customer | could deliver on a solution set on a certain date and then later
found out our business partner couldn't do it on that time. | learned that | shouldn't rush into important decisions and promises like this and that | should always check
with my counterparts first before committing to a statement of work."

So, just
take a deep breath, and start thinking through the math. (Yes, it's OK to ask for a pen and paper!)

Think back to how you've interacted with your peers to develop socia skills, how you've worked with classmates on projects to develop teamwork and collaborative
skills, how you've developed discipline through studying, how the courses have helped your creativity, and how the classes you've taken have impacted your
analytical / problem solving / reasoning skills.

So, "I can't meet a
deadline to save my life As Chief Development Officer" is not an option-but neither is "Nothing! I'm perfect!" Strike a balance by thinking of something that you
struggle with but that you're working to improve. For example, maybe you've never been strong at public speaking, but you've recently volunteered to run meetings to
help you be more comfortable when addressing a crowd.

Answer:-

can learn thejob and do it well."

Now is the time to ask about any reservations that the interviewer may have about
your suitability for the role. Y ou will then give yourself one last chance to persuade the interviewer that you are the right candidate for the job.
