Never ever ever, criticize a past supervisor or boss. This is a red flag for airlines and your prospective employer will likely assume you are a difficult employee,
unable to work in ateam or take intruction and side with your former employer.

Ideally, you want to take on the role you're interviewing for, but you want to be flexible with your responsibilities As Crimping Machine Operator if there are any

If
you choose money, you can aso explain that is important to you as validation and you can highlight how money is important to you because of your goals (financial
security, providing for your family, and so forth). The key isto be authentic with your answer. However, if you say you value pay more because you're greedy - know
that doesn't align usually to most company's values/vision.
