The advantage is that employers can put al candidates in the same hypothetical situations, and compare their answers.

Good answer: The consensusis to go for quality, not quantity here. Candidates should give a short list of strengths, and back each one up with examples that illustrate
the strength. Also, they should explain how these strengths will be useful in the job you're applying for, and use this question to say something interesting about
themselves.

Never ever ever, criticize a past supervisor or boss. This is a red flag for airlines and your prospective employer will likely assume you are a difficult employee,
unable to work in ateam or take intruction and side with your former employer.

Be very careful answering this question as most organization employ professionals with an array of personalities and characteristics. You don't want to give the
impression that you're going to have problems working with anyone currently employed at the organization. If you through out anything trivial you're going to look
like awhiner. Only disloyalty to the organization or lawbreaking should be on your list of personal characteristics of people you can't work with.

More often than not the
interviewer will tell you. If the interviewer insists on direct answer you may want say that it depends on the details of the job - then give awide salary range.

Answers should be positive, and not generic.

In fact, the hour hand has
moved a quarter of the way between the 3 and 4. This means it's moved a quarter of 30 degrees (360 degrees divided by 12 equals 30). So the answer, to be exact, is
seven and a half degrees (30 divided by four).

Tailor answers about
continued studies specific to desired job fields. Show interest in the industry and a desire to work long-term in said industry. Keep answers short and to the point,
avoiding diatribes causing candidates to appear insincere.

How many square feet of pizza are eaten in the United States each month?

Answer:-

This is a classic guesstimate question where you need to think aloud. And so first off you round the U.S. population to 300 million people (it's actually about 315
million but rounding will be much easier and your interviewer will not score you lower for rounding). Then estimate how many people eat pizza. A decent educated
guess is two out of every three people, or 200 million. Now let's say the average pizza-eating person eats pizza twice a month, and eats two slices at atime. That's
four dices a month. If the average slice of pizzais perhaps six inches at the base and 10 inches long, then the slice is 30 square inches of pizza. So, four pizza slices
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would be 120 square inches (30 times 4).

Since one square foot equals 144 square inches (12 times 12), let's assume that each person who eats pizza eats one square foot per month. Since there are 200 million
pizza-eating Americans, 200 million square feet of pizza are consumed in the U.S. each month. To summarize: 300 million people in America, 200 million eat pizza,
average dlice of pizzais six inches at the base and 10 inches long or 30 square inches, average American eats four slices of pizza a month, four pieces times 30 square
inches equals 120 sguare inches (one square foot is 144 square inches), so let's assume one square foot per person, and thus one square foot times 200 million people
equals 200 million sguare feet of pizzaamonth.
