Special demands: This should include any extraordinary conditions applicable to the job As Fruit Farm Worker (for example, heavy lifting, exposure to temperature
extremes, prolonged standing, or travel).

Job duties and responsihilities: Only two features of job responsibility are important: identifying tasks that comprise about 90 to 95 percent of the work done and
listing tasks in order of the time consumed (or, sometimes, in order of importance).

There are no corners to deal with. Also, a round manhole cover won't fall into a hole because it was rotated the wrong way, so it's safer. Looking at this, it seems
corners are aproblem. Y ou can't cut yourself on around manhole cover. And because it's round, it can be more easily transported. One person can rall it.
