There is amost no good answer to this question, so don't be specific. If you tell the interviewer that the job you're applying for with his’/her company is the perfect job
you may loose credibility if you don't sound believable (which you probably won't if you're not telling the truth.) If you give the interviewer some other job the
interviewer may get concerned that you'll get dissatisfied with the position if you're hired. Again, don't be specific. A good response could be, "A job where my work
ethic and abilities are recognized and | can make a meaningful difference to the organization.”

This is a red flag for airlines and your prospective employer will likely assume you are a difficult employee,
unable to work in ateam or take intruction and side with your former employer.

* Remain professional at all times - you need to demonstrate that you can keep a cool head and know how to communicate with people

This doesn't have to be a direct connection; in fact, it's often more
impressive when a candidate can make seemingly irrelevant experience seem very relevant to therole.

Y ou will also want to know
how the company is positioned in its market as well as who its major competitors are.

Red flags: Thisisthe peanut butter to the previous question's jelly. Again, everyone should expect it, so it'sabad sign if someone seems totally unprepared, or gives a
stock answer like, "I'm a perfectionist." Also, of course, candidates crazy enough to blurt out some horrible personality trait should go in the red flagged pile.

Good answer: Candidates should talk about a real weakness they've been working on improving. For instance, they're not good at public speaking, but they've been
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taking a course to help them improve. Or maybe they feel that they're easily distracted when working online, but have installed software that hel ps them stay on task.
Answers like these show a desire for improvement, self awareness and discipline.

Answering this question well can help show an interviewer that you would be a
good fit for amanagerial position or a position that involves working closely with others.

Answer:-

Companies want staff that can ramp quickly, but also want people who are realistic. So take into consideration how intense the job is and then give a good answer.
For example, if you have simple responsibilities that don't require a huge development curve, then your ramp time will probably be shorter. If it's a complex set of
skills that you need to develop, then your ramp time could be longer - the key is you have to explain why you believe that ramp time should be.

And you
don't want to tell the one where you realized you were wrong,". Tell the one where your actions made a positive difference on the outcome of the situation, whether it
was awork-related outcome or a more effective and productive working relationship.

What your interviewer isreally trying to do with this question-beyond identifying any major red flags-is to gauge your self-awareness and honesty. So, "I can't meet a
deadline to save my life In GBI" is not an option-but neither is "Nothing! I'm perfect!" Strike a balance by thinking of something that you struggle with but that you're
working to improve. For example, maybe you've never been strong at public speaking, but you've recently volunteered to run meetings to help you be more
comfortable when addressing a crowd.

* 3. Turn one switch from ON to OFF. One is now ON and two are OFF

* 4. Enter the room. - If the light is ON, it is controlled by the switch you left ON. - If the light bulb is OFF, touch it. If it iswarm it is controlled by the switch you
turned ON and OFF. If it is cold, it is controlled by the switch you never turned on.

Answer:-

A dreaded question for many! When answering this question never give a negative answer. "l did not get on with my manager" or "The management did not run the
business well" will show you in a negative light and reduce your chance of a job offer. Answer the question positively, emphasizing that you have been looking for a
career progression. Start by telling the interviewer what you gained from your last job In GBI

Describe your vision of your perfect dream job?

Answer:-

Ideally, the role you're applying for either is that dream job or will help you get to it. If it's going to help you get there, describe the elements of that job role that you
are passionate about so that it ties to the vision of what your dream job is. Be honest and talk about the type of work environment, management team / leadership,
coworkers, culture, vision and products/services you'd like your dream job to entail.

Answer:-

Make sure you do your research on their competitors. You can find this by going to yahoo finance and click on their competitors (if they are public). From there
research the news on them and go to their websites to understand their positioning on solutions and vision. You can aso research local regional companies that are
their competition (if it's a smaller private company on aregional scale) by simply typing in similar product offerings in the Google search followed by the city. Make
sure you know their competitor's vision, products, culture, and how they are differentiated against their competition (and if they're not, how they could be)

It should be very important if you want along standing career. Remember, you're investing your time, energy and earnings potential into a company so you want to
make sureit's a sustainably successful company that will grow with you over the long haul.

People generally care about having purpose, being successful (and being recognized for it), contributing in a meaningful way, and
financial rewards (to a degree) and much more. Then once you understand what people set as goals, you can inspire them through 1:1 pep talks, a presentation to

Question # 80
How many square feet of pizza are eaten in the United States each month?

Answer:-

This is a classic guesstimate question where you need to think aloud. And so first off you round the U.S. population to 300 million people (it's actually about 315
million but rounding will be much easier and your interviewer will not score you lower for rounding). Then estimate how many people eat pizza. A decent educated
guess is two out of every three people, or 200 million. Now let's say the average pizza-eating person eats pizza twice a month, and eats two slices at atime. That's
four slices a month. If the average slice of pizzais perhaps six inches at the base and 10 inches long, then the dlice is 30 sguare inches of pizza. So, four pizza slices
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would be 120 square inches (30 times 4).

Since one square foot equals 144 square inches (12 times 12), let's assume that each person who eats pizza eats one square foot per month. Since there are 200 million
pizza-eating Americans, 200 million square feet of pizza are consumed in the U.S. each month. To summarize: 300 million people in America, 200 million eat pizza,
average dlice of pizzais six inches at the base and 10 inches long or 30 square inches, average American eats four slices of pizza a month, four pieces times 30 square
inches equals 120 sguare inches (one square foot is 144 square inches), so let's assume one square foot per person, and thus one square foot times 200 million people
equals 200 million sguare feet of pizzaamonth.
