* | do not shy away from taking work home with me. | know that meeting deadlines and doing outstanding work sometimes means taking a bit of it home. | do not
have a problem doing that when the need arises.

* Make sure to give an honest answer. Lying about taking work home may turn out badly for youif it is required and you do not do it.

There isn't any right answer. Just make sure to make your response positive and true. A few good examples include: Your ability to solve complex problems, Y our
ability to work well on ateam, Y our ability to shine under pressure, Y our ability to focus in chaotic situations, Y our ability to prioritize and organize, Y our ability to
cut through the fluff to identify the real issues, Your ability to influence other positively. If your strength relates to the position in question that will be more
beneficial - but again be honest, don't create a strength for yourself just because you think it will sound good.

The key is to show that the mentoring of a co-worker was first a higher priority than the task you had at hand (remember, you want to show that you focus on highest
priority tasks first). Then, describe in detail how you helped them not only complete the task but learn to do it on their own. Y ou want to teach them HOW to fish and
not to simply fish for them.

Say, "I'm personally drawn to this mission because..." or "I really believe in this approach because..." and share a
personal example or two.
