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negative about the people you worked with, the company in general or thejob itself.

Bad Answer: Complaining about or blaming their former job, boss or colleagues. Also, having no good reason.
Good answer: One that focuses on the positives about why the job they're applying for offers them better learning or career opportunities, chances for advancement,
aigns more closely to their long term goals, or is a better fit for them.

Answer:-

Bad Answer: Going negative - if the candidate starts trash talking other candidates, it's a sure sign of a bad attitude. Also, if they can't provide a solid answer, it may
show that they lack thorough knowledge of the skills the job requires, and an understanding of where they fit in.

Good answer: The candidate can name specific skills, abilities or understandings they have that apply directly to the job that other candidates are unlikely to have, or
arein short supply.

Answer:-

If you want to show your fun side, discuss your extracurricular activities. If you want to show your ambition, discuss the work / school projects you do in your spare
time.

Discuss your passions Regarding Handler Grain. Ideally if it's work related that's fantastic! If not, talk about your academic / extracurricular passions and WHY you
enjoy them. For example: | love playing sports because of the team work aspect - it's fun winning together! (This example shows you're a team player)

Perhaps you are interested in being challenged, but you may aso have interest in being recognized for your hard work in the form of the number of sales you
can attain. A great example answer for this question is "l aways do my best in everything, including my job. | take pride in my success, and | also want the company
for which | work to be successful. Being affiliated with a company that is known for its excellence is very important to me."

Answer:-

Drinking at the water cooler together is not the best example. Think of how you can collaborate with teammates to generate new ideas, to create initiatives to impact
the business' success for the better (specifically in the department that you're applying for). For example, if you're applying to marketing, collaboration could mean
discussing new ways of social media advertising to reach an audience of over amillion people to strengthen the brand awareness of the company.

Mentors can come in the form of peers, family members, co-workers, management / leaders at a
company and so on.

Companies ask this for a number of reasons, from wanting to see what the competition is for you to sniffing out whether you're serious about the industry. "Often the
best approach is to mention that you are exploring a number of other similar options in the company's industry,”. It can be helpful to mention that a common
characteristic of all the jobs you are applying to is the opportunity to apply some critical abilities and skills that you possess. For example, you might say 'l am
applying for several positions with IT consulting firms where | can analyze client needs and translate them to development teams in order to find solutions to
technology problems.

Answer:-

Companies want staff that can ramp quickly, but also want people who are redlistic. So take into consideration how intense the job is and then give a good answer.

If it's a complex set of
skills that you need to develop, then your ramp time could be longer - the key is you have to explain why you believe that ramp time should be.

It's OK to say that you're not quite sure what the future holds, but that you see this experience playing an important role in helping you make that decision.

Why are you leaving your current job?

Answer:-

This is a toughie, but one you can be sure you'll be asked. Definitely keep things positive-you have nothing to gain by being negative about your past employers.
Instead, frame things in a way that shows that you're eager to take on new opportunities and that the role you're interviewing for is a better fit for you than your
current or last position. For example, "1'd really love to be part of product development from beginning to end, and | know I'd have that opportunity here." And if you
were let go? Keep it smple: "Unfortunately, | waslet go," isatotally OK answer.

Answering in terms of "I plan on continuing my studies in the technology field," when offered a question from a technology firm makes sense. Tailor answers about
continued studies specific to desired job fields. Show interest in the industry and a desire to work long-term in said industry. Keep answers short and to the point,
avoiding diatribes causing candidates to appear insincere.
