(e.g., "Inmy last job asa Honda, it was my role to manage the invoicing process"), but spend the bulk of your time describing what you actualy did (the action) and
what you achieved (the result). For example, "In one month, | streamlined the process, which saved my group 10 man-hours each month and reduced errors on
invoices by 25%."
