For example, several possibilities could be Leadership, Problem solving
ability, Initiative, Energy, Work ethic, Innovative, etc., etc.

Red flags: Thisisthe peanut butter to the previous question's jelly. Again, everyone should expect it, so it's a bad sign if someone seems totally unprepared, or gives a
stock answer like, "I'm a perfectionist.” Also, of course, candidates crazy enough to blurt out some horrible personality trait should go in the red flagged pile.

Good answer: Candidates should talk about a real weakness they've been working on improving. For instance, they're not good at public speaking, but they've been
taking a course to help them improve. Or maybe they feel that they're easily distracted when working online, but have installed software that hel ps them stay on task.
Answers like these show a desire for improvement, self awareness and discipline.

% increase from your pay today from your perspective? Also - make sure if you aim high you can back it up with facts and your previous results so that you can make
astrong case.

If the role model is in the same or similar
industry as the company in an executive level position, even better.

Think back to how you've interacted with your peers to develop socia skills, how you've worked with classmates on projects to develop teamwork and collaborative
skills, how you've developed discipline through studying, how the courses have helped your creativity, and how the classes you've taken have impacted your
analytical / problem solving / reasoning skills.

What your interviewer is really trying to do with this question-beyond identifying any major red flags-is to gauge your self-awareness and honesty. So, "I can't meet a
deadline to save my life As Human Resources Outsourcing Manager" is not an option-but neither is "Nothing! I'm perfect!" Strike a balance by thinking of something
that you struggle with but that you're working to improve. For example, maybe you've never been strong at public speaking, but you've recently volunteered to run
meetings to help you be more comfortable when addressing a crowd.
