Start off with the 2-3 specific
accomplishments or experiences that you most want the interviewer to know about, then wrap up talking about how that prior experience has positioned you for this
specific role.

Specia demands: This should include any extraordinary conditions applicable to the job Regarding Humint (for example, heavy lifting, exposure to temperature

extremes, prolonged standing, or travel).
Job duties and responsihilities: Only two features of job responsibility are important: identifying tasks that comprise about 90 to 95 percent of the work done and
listing tasks in order of the time consumed (or, sometimes, in order of importance).

More often than not the
interviewer will tell you. If theinterviewer insists on direct answer you may want say that it depends on the details of the job - then give awide salary range.

However, only state this if you can live up to these
expectations.

For
example - this company wants to be the #1 provider of green technology in the world and | feel strongly about that vision because we've got a chance to collectively
impact the world to become a greener society and save our clients at the same time!

For
example, | enjoyed rock climbing because it taught me the value of practicing hard at a sport to become skilled init. | bring this same diligence to my work approach
today aswell.
