"Y ou don't want to tell the story about the time when you disagreed but your boss was being a jerk and you just gave
in to keep the peace. And you don't want to tell the one where you realized you were wrong,”. Tell the one where your actions made a positive difference on the
outcome of the situation, whether it was a work-related outcome or a more effective and productive working rel ationship.

If you look at aclock and the time is 3:15, what's the angle between the hour and the minute hands?

Answer:-

Usualy, if the answer to a brainteaser seems too easy, chances are the answer's wrong. And in this case, the answer is not zero degrees. The hour hand, remember,
moves as well. That is, in addition to the minute hand. And so, at 3:15, the hour hand and the minute hand are not on top of each other. In fact, the hour hand has
moved a quarter of the way between the 3 and 4. This means it's moved a quarter of 30 degrees (360 degrees divided by 12 equals 30). So the answer, to be exact, is
seven and a half degrees (30 divided by four).

For example, if you're applying to marketing, collaboration could mean
discussing new ways of social media advertising to reach an audience of over amillion people to strengthen the brand awareness of the company.

Suppose there are three light switches outside aroom. Inside is asingle light bulb, controlled by one of the three switches. Y ou need to determine which switch
operates the bulb. Y ou can turn the switches on and off as many times as you wish (they are al off to begin with), but may only enter the room once. Thereis no one
there to help you. The door to the room is closed, and there are no windows, so you cannot see inside. How can you discover which switch operates the bulb?

* 1. Turn ON two switches, and leave one OFF.

* 2. Wait afew minutes.

* 3. Turn one switch from ON to OFF. Oneisnow ON and two are OFF

* 4, Enter the room. - If the light is ON, it is controlled by the switch you left ON. - If the light bulb is OFF, touch it. If it iswarm it is controlled by the switch you
turned ON and OFF. If it iscold, it is controlled by the switch you never turned on.

Answer:-

Be positive and nice about their competitors but also discuss how they are better than them and why they are the best choice for the customer. For example:
"Company XY Z hasagood product, but | truly believe your company has a 3-5 year vision for your customer that aligns to their business needs.”

The best way to answer questions about the challenges you are seeking is to
discuss how you would like to be able to effectively utilize your skills and experience if you were hired for the job. Y ou can also mention that you are motivated by
challenges, have the ability to effectively meet challenges, and have the flexibility and skills necessary to handle a challenging job.

Say, "I'm personally drawn to this mission because..." or "I really believe in this approach because..." and share a
personal example or two.

What was the biggest professional risk you have taken and what was the outcome?

Answer:-
First discuss how you weighed the pros and cons of the risk and the results you'd believe you could achieve. Then discuss the action plan you put into place for it and
outline that step by step. Then discuss the outcome and if it wasn't optimal talk about what you would do differently in hindsight.

Question # 60
Why are you leaving your current job?

Answer:-

This is a toughie, but one you can be sure you'll be asked. Definitely keep things positive-you have nothing to gain by being negative about your past employers.
Instead, frame things in a way that shows that you're eager to take on new opportunities and that the role you're interviewing for is a better fit for you than your
current or last position. For example, "1'd really love to be part of product development from beginning to end, and | know I'd have that opportunity here." And if you
were let go? Keep it simple: "Unfortunately, | waslet go," isatotally OK answer.
