Prepare your answer based on your
qualification, professional experience and what you've already achieved in your previous jobs. This is your time to express why you think that your professional
abilitiesfit into the job and its requirements.

(e.g., "Inmy last job asa LCE, it was my role to manage the invoicing process'), but spend the bulk of your time describing what you actually did (the action) and
what you achieved (the result). For example, "In one month, | streamlined the process, which saved my group 10 man-hours each month and reduced errors on
invoices by 25%."

Y ou will also want to know
how the company is positioned in its market as well aswho its major competitors are.

You simply can't lie and say you don't have one; you can't trick the interviewer by
offering up a personal weakness In LCE that is realy a strength ("Sometimes, | work too much and don't maintain a work-life balance."); and you shouldn't be so
honest that you throw yourself under the bus ("I'm not a morning person so I'm working on getting to the office on time.")

What can you offer us that someone else can not?

Answer:-

Bad Answer: Going negative - if the candidate starts trash talking other candidates, it's a sure sign of a bad attitude. Also, if they can't provide a solid answer, it may
show that they lack thorough knowledge of the skills the job requires, and an understanding of where they fit in.

Good answer: The candidate can name specific skills, ahilities or understandings they have that apply directly to the job that other candidates are unlikely to have, or
arein short supply.

Give me an example of atime when you were able to successfully communicate with another person even when that individual may not have personally liked you (or
vice versa). How did you handle the situation? What obstacles or difficulties did you face? How did you deal with them?

Again, you'll want to use the S-T-A-R method, being sure to focus on how you handled the situation professionally and
productively, and ideally closing with a happy ending, like how you came to aresolution or compromise.

It would make it harder
to fit with acover. You'd have to rotate it exactly the right way.

The pipes below are also round, so fitting them might be easier, as might be making them. So many manhole covers are round because they don't need to be rotated.
There are no corners to deal with. Also, a round manhole cover won't fall into a hole because it was rotated the wrong way, so it's safer. Looking at this, it seems
corners are aproblem. Y ou can't cut yourself on around manhole cover. And because it's round, it can be more easily transported. One person can rall it.

Keep answers short and to the point,
avoiding diatribes causing candidates to appear insincere.
