Qudlifications: State the education, experience, training, and technical skills necessary for entry into thisjob.

Specia demands: This should include any extraordinary conditions applicable to the job Regarding Norfolk Southern Railway (for example, heavy lifting, exposure
to temperature extremes, prolonged standing, or travel).

Job duties and responsibilities: Only two features of job responsibility are important: identifying tasks that comprise about 90 to 95 percent of the work done and
listing tasks in order of the time consumed (or, sometimes, in order of importance).

Can you tell me alittle about yourself?

Answer:-

This question seems simple, so many people fail to prepare for it, but it's crucial. Here's the deal: Don't give your complete employment (or personal) history
Regarding Norfolk Southern Railway. Instead give a pitch-one that's concise and compelling and that shows exactly why you're the right fit for the job. Start off with
the 2-3 specific accomplishments or experiences that you most want the interviewer to know about, then wrap up talking about how that prior experience has
positioned you for this specific role.

Good answer: The consensusis to go for quality, not quantity here. Candidates should give a short list of strengths, and back each one up with examples that illustrate
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the strength. Also, they should explain how these strengths will be useful in the job you're applying for, and use this question to say something interesting about
themselves.
