Answers should be positive, and not generic.

If you give the interviewer some other job the
interviewer may get concerned that you'll get dissatisfied with the position if you're hired. Again, don't be specific. A good response could be, "A job where my work
ethic and abilities are recognized and | can make a meaningful difference to the organization.”

Can you explain why you changed career paths As Teacher Foreign Service?

Don't be thrown off by this question-just take a deep breath and explain to the hiring manager why you've made the career decisions As Teacher Foreign Service you
have. More importantly, give afew examples of how your past experience is transferable to the new role. This doesn't have to be a direct connection; in fact, it's often
more impressive when a candidate can make seemingly irrelevant experience seem very relevant to therole.

Summary objective of the job: List the general responsibilities and descriptions of key tasks and their purpose, relationships with customers, coworkers, and others,
and the results expected of incumbent employees.

Qualifications: State the education, experience, training, and technical skills necessary for entry into thisjob.

Specia demands: This should include any extraordinary conditions applicable to the job As Teacher Foreign Service (for example, heavy lifting, exposure to
temperature extremes, prolonged standing, or travel).

Job duties and responsibilities: Only two features of job responsibility are important: identifying tasks that comprise about 90 to 95 percent of the work done and
listing tasks in order of the time consumed (or, sometimes, in order of importance).

You can also mention that you are motivated by challenges,
have the ability to effectively meet challenges, and have the flexibility and skills necessary to handle a challenging job. You can continue by describing specific
examples of challenges you have met and goals you have achieved in the past.

It would make it harder
to fit with acover. You'd have to rotate it exactly the right way.

The pipes below are also round, so fitting them might be easier, as might be making them. So many manhole covers are round because they don't need to be rotated.
There are no corners to deal with. Also, a round manhole cover won't fall into a hole because it was rotated the wrong way, so it's safer. Looking at this, it seems
corners are a problem. Y ou can't cut yourself on around manhole cover. And because it's round, it can be more easily transported. One person can roll it.

Companies ask this for a number of reasons, from wanting to see what the competition is for you to sniffing out whether you're serious about the industry. "Often the
best approach is to mention that you are exploring a number of other similar options in the company's industry,”. It can be helpful to mention that a common
characteristic of all the jobs you are applying to is the opportunity to apply some critical abilities and skills that you possess. For example, you might say 'l am
applying for several positions with IT consulting firms where | can analyze client needs and translate them to development teams in order to find solutions to
technology problems.’
