The advantage is that employers can put all candidates in the same hypothetical situations, and compare their answers.

Strike a balance by thinking of something that you struggle with but
that you're working to improve. For example, maybe you've never been strong at public speaking, but you've recently volunteered to run meetings to help you be
more comfortable when addressing a crowd.

Say, "I'm personally drawn to this mission because...” or "I really believe in this approach because..." and share a
personal example or two.

Keep answers short and to the point,
avoiding diatribes causing candidates to appear insincere.
