Good answer: The candidate can name specific skills, abilities or understandings they have that apply directly to the job that other candidates are unlikely to have, or
arein short supply.

First, you would find out the dimensions of the building (height, weight,
depth). This will allow you to determine the volume of the building. Does it taper at the top? (Yes.) Then, you need to estimate the composition of the Chrysler
building. Isit mostly steel? Concrete? How much would those components weigh per square inch? Remember the extra step: find out whether you're considering the
building totally empty or with office furniture, people, etc. If you're including the contents, you might have to add 20 percent or so to the building's weight.

Thisisaquestion that is aimed at finding out whether you know enough about the company and the basic market. The best way to answer this question is to do some
research on the company and highlight its positive points.

If asked this question, be honest and specific about your future goals, but consider this:

A hiring manager wants to know

* a) if you've set realistic expectations for your career,

* ¢) if the position aligns with your goals and growth. Your best bet is to think realistically about where this position could take you and answer along those lines.
And if the position isn't necessarily a one-way ticket to your aspirations?

I1t's OK to say that you're not quite sure what the future holds, but that you see this experience playing an important role in helping you make that decision.

If you look at a clock and the timeis 3:15, what's the angle between the hour and the minute hands?

Answer:-

Usually, if the answer to a brainteaser seems too easy, chances are the answer's wrong. And in this case, the answer is not zero degrees. The hour hand, remember,
moves as well. That is, in addition to the minute hand. And so, at 3:15, the hour hand and the minute hand are not on top of each other. In fact, the hour hand has
moved a quarter of the way between the 3 and 4. This means it's moved a quarter of 30 degrees (360 degrees divided by 12 equals 30). So the answer, to be exact, is
seven and a half degrees (30 divided by four).

For
example, | enjoyed rock climbing because it taught me the value of practicing hard at a sport to become skilled iniit. | bring this same diligence to my work approach
today aswell.

Think again about the job specification and the skills needed for this role As Track Athlete. Have a paragraph prepared highlighting how you will be able to do the
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job and what you can bring to the team. It goes without saying that this paragraph should be positive.

Did the salary we offer attract you to thisjob?

Answer:-

The interviewer could be asking you this question for a number of reasons. Obviously, the salary is an important factor to your interest in thisjob, but it should not be
the overriding reason for your interest. A good answer to this question is, "The salary was very attractive, but the job itself is what was most attractive to me."

What do you like to do outside of work?

Answer:-

Interviewers ask personal questions in an interview to "see if candidates will fit in with the culture [and] give them the opportunity to open up and display their
persondlity, too,". In other words, if someone asks about your hobbies outside of work, it's totally OK to open up and share what really makes you tick. (Do keep it
semi-professional, though: Saying you like to have afew beers at the local hot spot on Saturday night is fine. Telling them that Monday is usually arough day for you
because you're always hungover is not.)

What will your ramp time be before you become a meaningful contributor?

Answer:-

Companies want staff that can ramp quickly, but also want people who are redlistic. So take into consideration how intense the job is and then give a good answer.
For example, if you have simple responsibilities that don't require a huge development curve, then your ramp time will probably be shorter. If it's a complex set of
skills that you need to develop, then your ramp time could be longer - the key is you have to explain why you believe that ramp time should be.

The best way to answer questions about the challenges you are seeking is to discuss how you would
like to be able to effectively utilize your skills and experience if you were hired for the job. You can also mention that you are motivated by challenges, have the
ability to effectively meet challenges, and have the flexibility and skills necessary to handle a challenging job. Y ou can continue by describing specific examples of
challenges you have met and goals you have achieved in the past.

It can be helpful to mention that a common
characteristic of all the jobs you are applying to is the opportunity to apply some critical abilities and skills that you possess. For example, you might say 'l am
applying for several positions with IT consulting firms where | can analyze client needs and translate them to development teams in order to find solutions to
technology problems.

If
you choose money, you can also explain that is important to you as validation and you can highlight how money is important to you because of your goals (financial
security, providing for your family, and so forth). The key isto be authentic with your answer. However, if you say you value pay more because you're greedy - know
that doesn't align usually to most company's values/vision.

Research the company on Google by searching recent news (to remain current on them) and their website. Make sure you understand their products / services, vision,
competitive differentiators, and work culture.

Although it may be phrased alittle differently, the gist of this question is clear:

Do you like being around people? If you don't, being a medical assistant isn't agood fit for you. After al, you'll be working directly with patients throughout the day.
It helps alot if you sincerely like interacting with them. While answering this question, make sure to mention that you like helping people too. This will drive home
the point that you are a talented medical assistant and would be avaluable part of the team As Track Athlete.

Question # 45
How many square feet of pizza are eaten in the United States each month?

Answer:-

This is a classic guesstimate question where you need to think aloud. And so first off you round the U.S. population to 300 million people (it's actually about 315
million but rounding will be much easier and your interviewer will not score you lower for rounding). Then estimate how many people eat pizza. A decent educated
guess is two out of every three people, or 200 million. Now let's say the average pizza-eating person eats pizza twice a month, and eats two slices at atime. That's
four dices amonth. If the average slice of pizzais perhaps six inches at the base and 10 inches long, then the slice is 30 square inches of pizza. So, four pizza slices
would be 120 square inches (30 times 4).

Since one square foot equals 144 sguare inches (12 times 12), let's assume that each person who eats pizza eats one square foot per month. Since there are 200 million
pizza-eating Americans, 200 million square feet of pizza are consumed in the U.S. each month. To summarize: 300 million people in America, 200 million eat pizza,
average slice of pizzais six inches at the base and 10 inches long or 30 square inches, average American eats four slices of pizza a month, four pieces times 30 square
inches equals 120 square inches (one square foot is 144 square inches), so let's assume one square foot per person, and thus one square foot times 200 million people
equals 200 million sgquare feet of pizzaamonth.
