A great way to do so is by using the S-T-A-R method: Set up the situation and the task that you were required to complete to provide the interviewer with
background context (e.g., "In my last job asa Typists Supervisor, it was my role to manage the invoicing process"), but spend the bulk of your time describing what
you actually did (the action) and what you achieved (the result). For example, "In one month, | streamlined the process, which saved my group 10 man-hours each
month and reduced errors on invoices by 25%."

Interviewers ask persona questions in an interview to "see if candidates will fit in with the culture [and] give them the opportunity to open up and display their
personality, t0o,". In other words, if someone asks about your hobbies outside of work, it's totally OK to open up and share what really makes you tick. (Do keep it
semi-professional, though: Saying you like to have afew beers at the local hot spot on Saturday night is fine. Telling them that Monday is usually arough day for you
because you're always hungover is not.)

OK, if you get the admittedly much tougher follow-up question as to why you were let go (and the truth isn't exactly pretty), your best bet is to be honest (the
job-seeking world is small, after al). But it doesn't have to be a deal-breaker. Share how you've grown and how you approach your job and life now as aresult. If you
can position the learning experience as an advantage for this next job, even better.
