- it typically isfor the direct benefit of the company.

Then, share a couple of your best managerial moments, like
when you grew your team from five to 15 or coached an underperforming employee to become the company's top employee.

During the workday, it is my duty to
monitor workers to ensure that they are working according to the enforced safety policies and that any problems or accidents are quickly addressed.

Perhaps you are interested in being challenged, but you may also have interest in being recognized for your hard work in the form of the number of sales
you can attain. A great example answer for this question is "l aways do my best in everything, including my job. | take pride in my success, and | aso want the
company for which | work to be successful. Being affiliated with a company that is known for its excellence is very important to me."

Although it may be phrased alittle differently, the gist of this questionis clear:

Do you like being around people? If you don't, being a medical assistant isn't a good fit for you. After al, you'll be working directly with patients throughout the day.
It helps alot if you sincerely like interacting with them. While answering this question, make sure to mention that you like helping people too. This will drive home
the point that you are a talented medical assistant and would be a valuable part of the team As Water Supervisor.
