Again, be honest about sharing a story here about someone who may not have gotten along with you in the office here and explain how you were able to fix that
relationship or change your attitude/action to be a better person / coworker.

Answer:-

It should be very important if you want a long standing career. Remember, you're investing your time, energy and earnings potential into a company so you want to
make sureit's a sustainably successful company that will grow with you over the long haul.

Answer:-

Be open and share if you are indeed interviewing elsewhere, but do it in a humble way. This way you don't seem arrogant and the interviewer knows your skills are
valued by other companies.

Do your research before answering this question - first, consider what the market average is for thisjob. You can find that by searching on Google (title followed by
salary) and globalguideline.com and other websites.

% increase from your pay today from your perspective? Also - make sureif you aim high you can back it up with facts and your previous results so that you can make
astrong case.

Did the salary we offer attract you to this job?

Answer:-

Theinterviewer could be asking you this question for a number of reasons. Obviously, the salary is an important factor to your interest in this job, but it should not be
the overriding reason for your interest. A good answer to this question is, "The salary was very attractive, but the job itself is what was most attractive to me."

How do you feel about taking no for an answer?

Answer:-

It's good to be persistent, but not overbearing. Everyone will face rejection at some point in their life, so at some point you'll have to take no for an answer but then
learn why you were turned down.

Don't try to sugarcoat the answer by listing something ambitious as a fear, unless you truly mean it (for example: | fear being a great leader) - Share your real fears
but discuss how you would overcome them.

From there, we would delegate tasks among the team and then follow up on a date and time to ensure follow through on the tasks. Lastly, we would review the results
together."

Sure, if you get the job, you (or
your new employer) might decide there's a better starting place, but having an answer prepared will show the interviewer where you can add immediate impact-and
that you're excited to get started.
