When you send an object a retain
message, its retain count is incremented by 1. When you send an object a release message, its retain count is decremented by 1. When you send an object a
auto-rel ease message, its retain count is decremented by 1 at some stage in the future. If an object's retain count is reduced to 0, it is deallocated.

An app usually stays in this state only briefly asit
transitions to a different state. The only time it stays inactive for any period of time is when the user locks the screen or the system prompts the user to respond to
some event, such as an incoming phone call or SMS message.

Question # 11
What is background state in iOS?

Answer:-

The app is in the background and executing code. Most apps enter this state briefly on their way to being suspended. However, an app that requests extra execution
time may remain in this state for a period of time. In addition, an app being launched directly into the background enters this state instead of the inactive state. For
information about how to execute code while in the background, see "Background Execution and Multitasking.

What is suspended state in iOS?

The app is in the background but is not executing code. The system moves apps to this state automatically and does not notify them before doing so. While
suspended, an app remains in memory but does not execute any code. When alow-memory condition occurs, the system may purge suspended apps without notice to
make more space for the foreground app.

Explain code signing in iOS?
Answer:-

Signing an application allows the system to identify who signed the application and to verify that the application has not been modified since it was signed. Signing is
a reguirement for submitting to the App Store (both for iOS and Mac apps). OS X and iOS verify the signature of applications downloaded from the App Store to
ensure that they they do not run applications with invalid signatures. This lets users trust that the application was signed by an Apple source and hasn't been modified
since it was signed.

Oh, and both the iPhone 5s and iPhone 5c announced by Apple will arrive with iOS 7 aready installed, though they don't go on sale until
September 20-two days after iOS 7's release.
Specific features have more stringent device requirements (see below for details on these features):

Panoramic photos are only available on the iPhone 4S or later and fifth-generation iPod touch.

Y ou can't shoot square photos or video using theiPad 2; all other devices can use this feature, however.

For the nifty new live camera filters, you'll need an iPhone 5 (including the s and ¢ models) or fifth-generation iPod touch. Putting filters on after the fact in the
Photos app is an option for the iPhone 4 or later, third-generation iPad or later, iPad mini, and fifth-generation iPod touch.

To AirDrop a photo or ather file to your friends, you'll need an iPhone 5 or later, fourth-generation iPad or later, iPad mini, or fifth-generation iPod touch. You'll
aso need an iCloud account.

Siri continues to be limited to those using an iPhone 4S or later; third-generation iPad or later; iPad mini; and fifth-generation iPod touch. It also may not be
available for your country. And if it'sanew Siri voice you desire, keep in mind that it'll only be availableinitially in English, French, or German.

AirDrop appears in the Share sheet,
aong with more conventiona items like Mail and Messages; you can even use it to share multiple items to multiple people at once. Files end up right in the
appropriate app and are encrypted during transmission. Y ou can also change permissions to determine whether everybody can share with you, or only certain people
nearby (or people in your contacts).

1. A common issue that can cause errors with the App isinvalid characters. The easiest way to check is to go to the W3C Markup Validator and type in the URL of
your WordPress site. If you get a response such as &€ce5€} one or more bytes that | cannot interpret as UTF-8" that is most likely what is causing the app to have
trouble with your site.

2. You can aso try with the default theme and with no active plug-in.

(Trying it with the default theme and plugins disabled will help pin down where the problem is. If everything works then you go back and enable your theme and then
try it again. If everything still works then you go back and activate each plugin one at atime until you find the one that is causing the breakage.)

Y es. On WordPress.com blogs, all communication (done over XML-RPC) is by default going to use an encrypted connection via SSL. For self-hosted WordPress, if
you have SSL enabled, WordPress 2.6.1 or later supports pointing the RSD information at the &€centtpsa€s version of xmlrpc.php which creates an encrypted
communication link with the App.

The home screen appears whenever the user unlocks the device or presses the "Home" button (a physical button on the device) whilst in another
app. The screen's background can be customized with other customizations available through jailbreaking. The screen has a status bar across the top to display data,
such as time, battery level, and signal strength. The rest of the screen is devoted to the current application. When a passcode is set and a user switches on the device,
the passcode must be entered at the Lock Screen before access to the Home Screen is granted.
